Of the 98 Business buildings or shops in this 
area, there were in operation in October, 10 vacant 
stores, 69 variety, grocery, drug and similar facilities, 
catering largely to the neighborhoods. The remainder 
were either general service activities, such as offices, 
light manufacturing and wholesale supply operations, 
some of which conflict quite definitely with the resi­
dential uses nearby, 

While we have not come to final conclusions 
as a result of this information, it is worth noting that 
the economics of business over the last 25 years are 
such that it has been able to take over only 40% of the 
area allocated to it, Current trends in retail busi­
ness do not conform with a ribbon development, such as 
was common zoning practice in the twenties. This was 
before the automobile became such a powerful economic 
force and shopping centers increased in popularity. 
With the lack of demand for additional retail business 
facilities to serve the surrounding residential use·s, 
there is a substantial risk that wholesale type opera­
tions of much more annoying character will take over. 
From this, it would appear that a reduction in the 
area zoned for business might be in order. 

As of the moment, it can be observed that the 
only area with no stores is that between the Knights of 
Columbus Building and the Little Sisters of the Poor. 
We might add that a map in our possession indicates that 
even in 1925 consideration was given to designating this 
area as residential. 

Action at this moment, however, would be pre­

"For the purpose of complying with the condi­
tions of federal legislation, or in lieu of 
a contribution, loan or grant in cash to a 
housing authority organized within its lim­
its, or to aid and cooperate in the planning, 
construction or operation of a project of such 
authority, a nity or town, 3r the appropriate 
board or officer thereof en behalf of such 
city or town, may upon such terms, and with 
or without consideration, do or agree to do 
any or all of the following things, as such 
city, town, board or officer, as the case 
may be, may determine:" 

Paragraph (a) of this section reads: 

"Sell, convey or lease any of its interest 
in any property, or grant easements: li­
censes or any other rights or priviJ.eges 
therein to such a housing authority or to 
the feder·al government." 

Therefore, under the P-resent law it seems 
that it is legal for the CitI of Somerville to convey 
tru3"land and school building and also the 0 1 Callagh!!,n 
Playground.

In accordance with the Genera_l _La_\i1_I her_ilby 
submit the BU"dget for the City of Somerville for the 
_year Nineteen Hundred and Fifty-four. 

Although the estimated figures presented by 
the heads of departments in December have been cut by 
over $1,700,000aOO, there will be an increase of about 
~~700,000.00 over the budget presented last year. There 
are many factors responsible for the increase. The 
salary increases granted last July are reflected in 
this budget for the first time and total approximately 
$220,000.00. The School budget is increased \p4,ooo.oo. 
This year the first payment on the bonds for the new 
schools and the a tedium loans are due, Thay represent 
~p60,ooo.oo and $10,ooo.oo respectively. Interest on 
these loans are $25,300.00 and $4,455,00, 

It is imperative that a program of repairs 
and replacement be started. With your cooperation we 
can, this year, begin a program of rehabilitation and 
maintenance. The establishment of such a program and 
the continuance of it in future years, will result in 
the restoration of the physical appearance of our 
City. 

In an attempt to halt the spiralling cost of 
government, this program has been added to the budget 
on a pay-as-you-go basis to decrease fixed charges 
in future budgets. This method of financing should 
lead to substantial reductions in future years.

We are pleased to transmit our opinion con­
cerning the zone change petition of Walter J. Wahlen, 
relative to property on the west side of Tufts Street. 

The property involved is owned by the B. end 
11, Railroad, but Mr. Wahlen hes entered into en agree­
ment for purchase. It has been vacant for some years, 
but was largely occupied by housing at the time the 
Building Zone Ordinance was prepared, st which time it 
was placed in a Residence B. ares. 

Tufts street hes always been zoned for busi­
ness on the west side for about 200 ft, from Cross 
Street end 125 feet from Wsshineton Street. On the 
east side, it is zoned for business for 225 feet from 
Cross St., and 110 feet from Knowlton St. Tufts St. 
is laid out 40 feet wide, with normal sidewalks. 

Lend use on Tufts Street today includes on 
the west side, en air conditioning plumbing materials 
warehouse, stretching about 170 feet from Cross Street 
end vacant land varying from 100 feet deep at the north 
end, This vacant area is about 770 feet long end while 
reasonably flat, at the north end, has a steep grade 
to the street at the south. Behind the properties, is 
the Lowell branch of the railroad, where the frbight 
trains are handled to be pushed over the hump. 

On the east side, there are stores at the 
corner of Cross Street, then two dwelling structures; 
Dell_ Street, and five dwelling structures; a vacant 
city-owned lot, a municipal spray pool; Glen Street; 
then two houses; with building materials stored next 
door·, three houses, a small broom business; and then 
one more house. 

The evidence which Mr. Wahlen, the petition­
er, presented related to the change in the area since 
it was originally zoned residential, the nature of his 
business, wholesaling, with goods coming in by rail, 
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and being shipped out by truck; his plans for 100% 
off-street loading and off-street parking, his desire 
tor emain in Somerville, where he has operated with­
out criticism on Pearl and Alston Streets for twenty 
years; the benefit to the city which would result 
from the tax return from a new building. 

The evidence in opposition presented by 
several residents, owners, and by Alderman Dunne, rep­
resenting others, related to the increase in trucking, 
the danger to children using the wading pool at the 
corner of TUfts and Glen, the general disturbing 
character of business encroachment, the risk of further 
extension of business, and the possibility of limited 
manufacturing in the area. 

After due consideration of the above facts, 
the Planning Board has reached the conclusion that 
therE!_ i~~~sible--eiP_ectation thatthiSland wil~- be 
used for new residential construction. Under these 
conditions, it appearsthat the only practical_use_of 
ffielana.·-is-for-b':_is~ness-_:pu_rp()s_es. ·-Accordingly, thEl 
Boa·r·d reco~~nds _t_p~t _the p~ti ~ion b~_ ~pprovec!._.

This recommendation is based on our opinion that this is 
a "spot zone" within the meaning Of the Supreme Judicial 
Cot.irt in the case of ''Leahy vs. Inspector of Buildings 
of New Bedford, 11 (308 Mass. 128, 1941). The facts of 
the cited case, in the opinion of a majority of this 
3oard 4 QJ'e substantially identical to the facts of the 
petitton here requested. This Board does not consider 
it sound to recommend approval of a change, where it 
is so similar to one regarded as improper by the Courts 
of the Commonwealth. 

The ruling of the Superior Court Judge, later sustained 
by the Supreme Judicial Court, was that the amendment 
was invalid in that it was not the same for zones• 
districts, or streets having substa:itiully the same 
character. 

The Supreme Judicial Court considered the matter from 
several angles. They found no effort to relate the 
change of zone to the purposes enumerated in the 
statute. They noted that zoning districts are based 
on the physical characteristics of substantial areas, 
not single lots. They noted that amendments were 
proper when the character of the district had changed. 

The Court noted finally that "The effect of this 
amendment is to single out one lot within what is 
essentially a residential district and impose restric­
tions on this lot which are less onerous than those 
imposed upon the remaining portions of what is really 
the same zoning district• 11

On Thursdar, August 12, I sent to your Honora­
ble Board for approval an order requesting authorization 
to borrow $250,000.00 to finance the assistance needs of 
toe Welfare Department for the remainder of the c~r~ent 
Y-ear. Togetlier witfi the order I forwarded a communica­
tion deta:..Ilng tlie reasons necessitating this action. 

Prior to the meeting on August 12, I invited 
the members of the Board of Aldermen to assemble in my 
office where I outlined the factors which made urgent 
the proposed legislation. At this meeting by my invita­
tion, the administrative head of the Welfare Department 
was present and available for consultation. I reed to 
your Board a co!lllllunication from Mr. G~iff1n explaining 
the conditions and circumstances which make imperative 
the appropr!ation of additional monies. The General 
Agent (Temp,) discussed the points at issue, answered 
all pertinent questions and thereafter was excused. Ac­
cordingly, when I formally submitted my recommendation 
for the floating of a five year bond issue, I did so 
with the confident expectation that since you were in 
possession of the supporting facts the proposal would 
meet with your wholehearted endorsement, 

It is sheer subterfuge for a public official 
to assert on the one hand, with gestures of dramatic 
eloquence, that he is dedicated to the servlce of the 
unfortunate, and on the other, to vote against the prac­
tical measures designed to relieve them. This is no 
time for playing the grandstand or for pious phrases about 
devotion to the interests of the aged, the ill, widows 
and orphened children. Sentimental speeches are no sub­
stitute for needed food, shelter, and medical care. The 
emergency confronting us calls for prompt and practical 
action i!lllllediately. 

The alert citizenry of Somerville will not be 
deceived by any quibbling about the specific number of 
years over which the bond issue should be liquidated. 
Some of the objections publicly raised in this regard 
are obviously untenable. I proposed a five year bond 
issue solely and precisely to spare the full impact 
of the burden from falling on the tax-payer during any 
one year, I did so after reviewing previous experience 
by the City, and after consulting fiscal authorities. 
The charges about "the tremendous interest rate" to be 
paid, shows a remarkable lack of familiarity with the 
money market. The most recent loan undertaken by the 
City was borrowed at the astoundingly low rate of 
1.2$ percent. 

There is, of course, absolutely nothing new 
about borrowing for welfare purposes as the recent 
history of the City amply demonstrates. Two yeare ago, 
in 1952, for instance, $255,000.00 was borrowed for 
relief needs, via a five year bond issue, and the Board 
of Aldermen approved the measure and method without any 
prolonged wrangling. Prior to that, several similar 
orders were passed.without debate by tha Board. 

Therefore, I reapectfullY. request 1our co­
operation in passing this Bond issue, so that the 
basic neeas or~ne-poor, the disabled and the aged, 
may be met.

Gentlemen: 

Distortions of the truth, not necessarily 
lll&de by intent, but which showa a lack ot adequate 
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knowledge of municipal finances have been publicized, 
concerning the requested Bond Issue for the Welfare De­
partment. 

It has been stated that,the City has received 
over ~500,000 from the State as reimbursement for Wel­
fare costs, this is true, further that this sum bec0111.es 
surplus after December 31st, and could be used to pay 
otf the Bonds, this is untrue. 

The recapitulation sheet filed in the Assessors 
office shows ell figures used in establishing the tax 
rate. There are three major figures; one is ths total 
expenditures estimated for the year, secondly there are 
listed all estimated revenues of the City, finally the 
estimated receipts are subtracted from the estimated 
expenditures and the remainder is the amount which must 
be raised by taxes. Included in the list of estimated 
revenues are the amounts the City expects to receive as 
reimbursements for expenditures in Welfare costs. These 
monies being part or the estimated receipts of 1954 heve 
already been allocated to defray expenditures of the 
year. They are not surplus and cannot be used for any 
expenditure after the establishment of the tax rate. 

The second misunderstanding I wish to correct 
is the time needed to float a bond issue. The mechanics 
of issuing bonds take a minimum of two weeks. After 
approval of your Honorable Board a Bond Attorney must 
review to see that all legal requirements are met. The 
bond issue must be advertised and bids received. 

Tho facts remain: 

l. Borrowing for the same purpose was made as follows, 
1948 - $291,500. 1949 - $118,000. 1950 - $354,000. 
1952 - $255,ooo. 

2. The money is needed, 

3. A five year bond issue is the best method to raise 
the money. 

4. There 1s no time to waste, if we are to be prepared 
for all eventualities.

We are pleased to transmit our opinion con­
cerning the zone change petition of Plumbing Sales Com­
pany, by Alexander Katz, relative to certain property 
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on the southwest aide or Tu!'ts Street, bounded as follows: 

Beginning at a point on the southwesterly side 
of Tufts Street, 4751 more or less northwesterly 
or Washine,ton Street; tbence southwesterly 1251 
by the present Business District southeast or 
Cross Street, to a point; thence southeasterly 
366• by the Business District, northeast or 
Alston Street to a point; thence northeasterly 
125' more or less by the Business District north­
west of Washington Street to a point on the 
southwesterly side of Tufts Street; thence north­
westerly 366 1 more or less by Tufts Street to 
the point of beginning, as shown on the attached 
plan. 

Mr. Katz has requested that this area be changed from 
Residence "B" to Business. The property involved is 
owned by the Boston and Maine Railroad, but Mr. Katz 
has entered into an agreement for purchase. It has been 
vacant for some years, but was largely occupied by hous­
ing at the time the Building Zone Ordinance wee pre­
pared, et which time it was placed in the Residence "B" 
area. 

Tutts street has always been zoned tor business on the 
southwest side, 200 1 from Cross Street and 125' from 
Washington Street. On June lO, 1951+, your Honorable 
Board, with the recommendation of this Board, amended 
the zoning map by adding to the business district, an 
additional 285 feet of frontage on the southwesterly 
side or Tufts Street, running generally from the old 
movie theatre to the southeast. This left approx1111ately 
366 1 or frontage on the southwest side of Tufts Street 
in a Residence "B" district. On the northeast side, 
Tufts Street is zoned for business 225' from Cross 
Street, and 110' from Knowlton Street, the re111Binder 
being in Roe1dence "B". 

Land use on Tufts street today includes on the south­
west side, an air-conditioning, plumbing materials 
warehouse, stretching about 1701 from Cross Street, and 
vacant land varying from 100 1 deep at the nortlufest end 
to 351 deep at the southeast end. This vacant area la 
about 7701 long, and while reasonably flat, at the north 
end, has a steep grade to the street at the south. 

Behind tha properties is the Lowell branch of the Rail­
road, where the freight trains ere handled to be pushed 
over the hump. 

The evidence which Mr. Katz entered related to the change 
in the area since it was originally zoned for residence; 
the nature of his business, manutacturers' representative 
for plumbing supplies, with good.a coming in by rail, and 
being shipped out by light trucks; his plans tor 100% 
off-street loading and parking, with the exception of 
one s111Bll loading door on Tufts Street, which he believes 
is necessitated by the long narrow character of the site 
and building; and the belief that this structure would 
tend to reduce the noise from tha railroad tracks, 
rather than increase it. 

No one appeared in opposition to the petition. 

After due consideration of the above facts and discussion 
as to trends in the area, the Planning Board hss reached 
the conclusion that there is no logical expectation that 
this lend will be used for new residential construction. 
Under these conditions, it appears that the most prac­
tical use of the land is for business purposes. Accord­
ingly, the Board recommends that the petition be ap­
proved.
